**A refundable sitting fee of $40 is required from all accepted NON out-of-
town artists, to be returned upon completion of one volunteered weekend
afternoon of manning the gallery during the run of the show.

Entry Fee

The nonrefundable entry fee is for the submission of up to 6 artworks.

__ Check or money order. (Cash is not accepted)

__Resumé and artist statement on hard copy and floppy or CD.

____Up to 6 slides, photographs or CD files.

Label and number submissions to correspond with entry form including:
item number, artist's name, title, medium, and dimensions.

___Self-addressed stamped envelope for return of slides, photos and CD’s.
Works on paper must be framed and ready to wall-hang and firmly wired.

Artwork Returned

On site delivery and retrieval by artist or authorized representative is preferred.
Exhibitors not picking up their work must provide appropriate packaging and
postage for the return of the artworks by UPS. RAA will return unsold
exhibited works within 40 days after the close of the exhibition. RAA cannot
be responsible for works without proper packaging and postage.

Promotion Sales

Publicity for the exhibition includes invitations, press releases, a
newsletter and articles.
